Time: 14:28, May 12, 2008

Epicenter: Wenchuan, China

Magnitude: 8.0

Depth: 14km

Maximum intensity: XI (Max. XII)

Death and Missing: More than 87,000

Injured people: More than 374,000

Evacuated people: More than 15 million

Affected people: More than 45 million

Structural Damage
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Other Damages
Besides the enormous damages of the buildings, the other 
features of the disaster are

Strong effect of the fault: badly damaged cities and towns 
were located on or near the fault

Large scale landslide, which caused the block of roads, 
landslide dams, etc.

Interruption of lifeline: road (34,125km), power facilities 
(transmission line (61,524km), substation (250)), reservoir 
(1,263), etc.
